PARENTS- Bus stops and times have not changed from the end of last school year. Please note that the first bus run
through Camelot Villa and Indian Hills Park will pick up high school students only. The second bus run through Camelot
Villa will pick up elementary students. In Indian Hills Park there will be two buses at the same time, one traveling
through the front and one traveling through the back, picking up elementary students.

Genesee School District-School Bus Policy #712

Beginning July 1, 1999, students are to be picked up from the same location each day. Following school, students who
use school transportation are to be dropped off at the same location each day. The address where the student is picked
up and dropped off need not necessarily be the same. Example: a student may be picked up at the same address each
morning and dropped off at a different address after school, but these addresses may not vary.
